Project Overview


Our project this term is all about looking at what makes a fantastic beast. The children will be hooked into their learning through watching The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe and clips from Fantastic Beasts and Where to Find Them as well as going on a beast hunt. They will also be working on decorating the classrooms with terrifying imaginary beasts. As researchers, the children will discover more about Greek history and stories from Hinduism. They will also look at maps to research where in the world these come from. As mathematicians, they will work out how to feed and look after fantastic beasts. 





As readers and writers, they will be creating stories based on Greek Myths.  Further along, the children will be writing a non-chronological report about a magical beast they have created as well as powerful poems about mini beasts. They will then use the skills of a scientist to keep dragon blood cool, as well as finding out more about real fantastic beasts on our planet. They will create mini-beast themed games using coding and their knowledge of angles and position.





All of the children’s work will come together in a beast-inspired quad within school, decorated with tile artwork about magical beasts, mythical stories and poems on plant pots.  Our exhibition will be a grand opening ceremony for the quad!

Project Timeline


Focus 1 – Mythical Beasts


In this focus, we will be looking at fantastic beasts in Greek myths. Next, the children will create characters and settings for their myths. We will see what we can learn about the history of Ancient Greece. We will write our own version of a Greek myth.


Focus 2 – Magical Beasts


In this focus, the children will use their imagination to invent their own magical beast. This will mean researching more about magical beasts and taking inspiration from the world of Harry Potter to write a non-chronological report about their beast. They will then paint a tile with a picture of their beast to put around the quad.


Focus 3 – Mystical Beasts


In this focus, we will be reading stories from Hinduism, and finding out more about the mystical beasts in them.  The children will then make puppets to go with copies of the stories.


Focus 4 – Miniscule Beasts


In this focus, we will investigate the natural world, learning more about the plants and animals that surround us. From insect life cycles to classifying plants and animals, our research will help us to eventually create a poem celebrating our invertebrate friends. 














Project Outcomes


This project will involve the children using cross-curricular skills to help them answer the essential question of ‘What makes a fantastic beast?’





Throughout the project, the children will be working towards making over a quad within the school to give it a fantastic beast theme.
