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Project Overview


Our project this term is all about looking at what makes Grimsby an awesome place to live. It will have a Lego theme running through. The children will be hooked into their learning through watching the Lego movie. They will also be working on decorating the classrooms with colourful Lego models. As researchers, the children will discover more about the history of Grimsby including Grim the Viking in order to create a landmark out of Lego.They will also look at maps and globes to research famous landmarks around the world. As mathematicians, they will use data handling to support science when studying gravity.  They will also be using our skills in computing to create a stop motion animation of a Viking invasion with their own composed music.





As readers and writers, they will be creating stories of adventure, using the novel ‘In the attic’ by Hiawyn Oram as our inspiration. Further along, the children will be writing a non-chronological report about landmarks in Grimsby and its surrounding villages. They will also be trying to convince Lego to produce their new design by writing persuasively to them.  





All of the children’s work will come together when they submit their designs and writing to the official Lego website, where moderators will review their ideas. Our exhibition will be a grand unveiling of an art project, using all of the children’s input. There will also be workshops to work with your children to create their landmarks.

Project Timeline


Focus 1 – Imagination
