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Project Overview


So what makes a hero anyhow? Do all superheroes fly? How can we fly in a metaphorical sense in our studies and lives? What does it mean to be successful?


In this project we will be investigating all about superheroes in comic books- including all the superhero powers that they possess. We will look at various gadgets that help them in their crime fighting exploits- POW! We will also investigate the science of flight and how it is all achieved. Can a human fly?


We will then look at historical heroes including myths and legends- creating our own legend about a chosen character-BOP!


But what about modern day heroes? We will look at heroes around us and include the helping themes that run through many religions, such as Sikhism.


Finally we will create our own hero character, which will be brought to life by designing a computer game about them. Also the pupils will be writing a book about their adventures which will be…published as a professional book! The authors (Y6 pupils) will then read their books to KS1 pupils, before selling them at a book launch at a Bookshop in Grimsby (to be announced later…). The money from the book sale will be given to the Help the Heroes charity to help them in their valuable cause.
