How would we survive in the Polar Regions? 





Project Overview


Our project this term is all about creating a survival guide for travellers who are exploring the polar regions. We will be finding out about how we keep warm in our country such as warm clothes and hearty foods. We will also investigate electricity and heating. We will be making stews, torches and mittens to keep ourselves warm in Winter. Then we will be looking closely at the weather by creating a weather station to measure rainfall and check the position of the sun. The children will be pretending to be weather forecasters and use iPads to film their forecast! We can then start to research explorers who have undertaken expeditions to the polar regions and learn how they survive the extreme weather. We will be researching how people live in these regions and find how they make their homes, find food and make warm clothing. We can use all of this research to create an iBook for travellers so that they know what to expect and have advice on how to survive once they arrive. 





A variety of books will be looked at including the books written for children by Bear Grylls. We will also be reading ‘One Winter’s Day’, ‘Lost and Found’ and ‘Percy the Park Keeper’s Snowy Day’. We will be learning how the characters keep warm and discuss the cold weather. The children will have the opportunity to cook, design, create, sew and film as part of this project!
