How Can Fairy Tale Characters Live Together?





Project Overview


Our project this term is all about looking at how different fairy tale characters can live together effectively in a community.  The children will be hooked into their learning through dressing up, role play, watching Shrek and visits from fairy tale characters.  As designers and makers the children will discover different structures and materials before designing their own. As mathematicians they will look at different 2d and 3d shapes and measures to plan, build and evaluate the effectiveness of their fairy tale village. As scientists the children will be looking at how we can use electricity to light the village at night. As readers and writers they will be developing character and setting descriptions as well as creating persuasive posters to encourage other characters to live in their new community.  Further along, the children will write their own alternative ending to a fairy tale story to show how two characters could potentially get along.  





Traditional fairy tale stories will be discovered in depth.  The author Roald Dahl will be studied to incorporate an alternative ending to a traditional fairy tale as well as discovering how he used rhythm and rhyme to make his writing exciting. There will be lots of interesting opportunities to develop childrens computing skills within this project. For example develop computer plans of villages and structures and using the apps Explain Everything, Morfo and Aurasma.
