Immersive Environment


Our classroom will have space theme, inspired by:


Black material, stars, planets, rockets and spaceships.
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Project Overview


Our project this term is all about looking at what is in space and what could be out there. The children will be launched into their learning through an immersive experience in the classroom.  The classroom will be blacked out and star projectors and music will be used to create an atmosphere.  The children will then be given a variety of media to use to initially answer the essential question in anyway they choose.  They will also be working on decorating the classrooms with stars, planets and spaceships.





As researchers, the children will discover what planets are out there and use their maths skills to discover their positions. They will consider what other planet could be out there and create their own.  This will be represented through artwork using the artist Robert McCall for inspiration.





As scientists the children will investigate some information from ‘Bob- The Man on the Moon’.  He believes he has a factual speech for his tourists about the Sun, Moon and the Stars.  They will explore whether his facts are true through a variety of activities and as writers they will produce a factual guide to the Sun, Moon and Stars.





As researchers and historians the children will then discover astronauts from the past and present.  They will investigate famous space missions with the support of our Year 6 experts.  As scientists the children will discover what is needed for a space mission and consider the basic pull of gravity.  A timeline of major space events will then be created.





As readers and writers the children will then be immersed into the possibility of other life being out there.  They will look at the experiences of a character called ‘Beegu’ who has crash-landed on our planet.  They will then use this to write a narrative diary as they crash land onto the planet they created at the beginning of the project.  This will be presented as a video diary.





Finally, the children will put together an electronic guide to what is and could be out there. The children will share this with Cleethorpes observatory who hope to publish it on their website.

Project Timeline


Focus 1 – Planets


In this focus, we will be researching planets, working out their positions and creating mnemonics to remember the positions.  Then we will create other planets and represent these through pieces of art.


Focus 2 – Moon, Sun and Stars


In this focus, we will be investigating light sources and looking at how the position of constellations of stars are used to tell the seasons apart.  We will then be creating a factual guide to the Sun, Moon and Stars.


Focus 3 – Space Missions


In this focus, we will be researching astronauts from the past and present.  We will be looking at famous space missions and what equipment is needed.  The children will investigate the pull of gravity and the impact of this on a space mission.  A timeline of major space events will then be created.


Focus 4 – Other Life


In this focus, we will be exploring the life of ‘Beegu’ who has crash-landed on the planet Earth.  We will discover his experiences and use these to consider what it would be like for us if we crash-landed on another planet.  This will result in the children writing and recording a diary.

Project Outcomes


This project will involve the children using cross-curricular skills to help them answer the essential question of ‘What is and could be out there?’





Throughout the project, the children will be working towards creating an electronic guide for the Cleethorpes Observatory to publish on their website.
